It is relatively 
short, but does include a brief section about tea in general and a section about chabana in general. Then it goes through 
each month, giving a color painting of an example arrangement, a list of flowers IN JAPAN that might be good to use 
that month, and a couple of sketches of those flowers. Many flowers listed do not have pictures, so you'll have to look 
them up yourself. Many flowers also are not easily found outside Japan, so even though he has an appendix with 
'common' names, I did not recognize many of them. Because of this, this is really more a book to broaden one's 
background knowledge as a tea practitioner, rather than a practical handbook. That being said, his guidelines are 
sound, and do give ideas about what might be appropriate in your own locale.0 of 0 people found the following review 
helpful.
